8014 TORQUE ADAPTER

Torque adapter can be locked on the end of a guide wire by inserting the guide wire
into the torque adapter and screwing it to a closed position. This gives the physician
a secure finger hold with which to torque an (in situ) guide wire. The 8014 Torque
Adapter specifically captures guidewires as small as .014 but no larger than .021.

8035 TORQUE ADAPTER

Torque Adapter can be locked on the end of a guide wire by inserting the guide wire into
the torque adapter and screwing it Color to a closed position. This gives the physician a
secure finger hold with which to torque an (in situ) guide wire. The 8035 torque adapter

specifically captures guidewires as small as .032 but no larger than .038.

8031 DISPOSAL BOX

The Needle and Scalpel Disposal Box provides a secure method with which to
dispose of sharps specific to the angio/cath procedures. The Disposal Box has tape
on the bottom to secure it to the Angio Drape and the OSHA danger label on a clear
top. Upon completion of the procedure, “Danger” imprinted tape is provided to seal
the sharps inside.
